 BLUE GRASS, IOWA            
OCTOBER 15, 2018
The Blue Grass City Council met in regular session at 7:00 p.m. on the 15th day of October 2018, in the City Council Chambers of City Hall, 114 N. Mississippi Street, pursuant to law, with Mayor Larry Guy presiding, with the Pledge of Allegiance and a moment of reflection asking that everyone keep the family of Gary Webb in their prayers.  The following Council members were present:  Bonnie Strong, Lisa Smith, Emilyne Slagle and Donna Kinzer.  Council member Brad Schutte later arrived at 7:08 p.m.  
APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Council member Strong moved to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Council member Smith.  A roll call vote was taken:  Strong-aye, Smith-aye, Slagle-aye and Kinzer-aye.  Motion carried.
MAYORAL COMMENTS:  Mayor Guy announced the following:  “We would like to welcome all of you to your Blue Grass City Council meeting.  We hope the meeting will be informative and beneficial.  We do ask that you silence your cell phones and/or pagers.  We want to hear from you but we ask that you wait to be recognized.  Please state your name and address and make your comments brief.  In an effort to keep the meeting on task, please limit your comments or concerns to several minutes.  Please allow the person speaking to finish uninterrupted.  Thank you”.

PUBLIC FORUM:  From those in attendance, there were none. 
CONSENT AGENDA:   Council member Slagle made a motion to approve the consent agenda as presented, seconded by Council member Strong:

1. Motion to approve the minutes of the October 1, 2018 City Council meeting

2. Motion to adopt Resolution 2018-56 ref:  authorizing a transfer in connection with federal aid reimbursement from the State of Iowa in regards to the North Mississippi Street Rehabilitation Construction Project

3. Motion to approve the July 2018 Clerk’s Report, additional bills paid and revenue received    

4. Motion to approve the August 2018 Clerk’s Report, additional bills paid and revenue received
5. Motion to approve the September 2018 Clerk’s Report, additional bills paid and revenue received

6. Payment of claims 

A roll call vote was taken:  Slagle-aye, Strong-aye, Smith-aye and Kinzer-aye.  Motion carried.  

INFORMATIONAL PROCEEDINGS:

7. Scott County Library Board ref:  Angie Ehlers Fiscal Year Update:  Library Board Secretary Angie Ehlers referred to the July 2017-June 2018 Annual Report prepared by the Scott County Library System as it had reported that there was a 20 percent increase in program attendance and that system wide, the Library provided 18 new types of programs for services.  She reported that the numbers were up in Blue Grass as well as several activities were also added and thanked the Mayor and Council for their continued support. 
8. American Legion Post #711 ref:  Veterans Day 5K Run:  American Legion Post #711 1st Vice Commander Gary Berndt and Commander Mike Salter asked the Council for permission to close off certain portions of the City streets for the Legion’s 6th Annual Veteran’s Day 5K Run/Walk set for Saturday, November 10, 2018 from 8:00 a.m. to approximately 10:30 a.m.  The race schedule was reviewed.  Commander Berndt thanked the City for their continued support giving special recognition to Public Works, Fire and Police for assisting them each year asking if the City would once again, support them with their race.  Council member Smith moved to allow the closing of the proposed streets and assistance of Public Works, Fire and the Police Departments for the American Legion Post #711 6th Annual Veteran’s Day 5K Run/Walk November 10, 2018, seconded by Council member Kinzer.  A roll call vote was taken:  Smith-aye, Kinzer-aye, Strong-aye and Slagle-aye.  Motion carried.   

Council member Schutte arrived at 7:08 p.m.

UTILITY BILL DISPUTE:    
9. Tracy Marolf ref:  Utility Bill Dispute:   Resident Tracy Marolf asked the Council to average her last utility bill as it consisted of 67,516 gallons as they had accidently left their hose on.  She said that the Assistant Clerk had also asked that she telephone Iowa American Water Company to see if they would reduce her bill so she did, and unfortunately they declined her request.  The Clerk reported that the Assistant Clerk had already averaged her last 6 months of usage which totaled 4,855 gallons.  Council member Smith moved to average Ms. Marolf’s September 24, 2018 utility bill to 4,855 gallons, seconded by Council member Strong.  A roll call vote was taken:  Smith-aye, Strong-aye, Kinzer-aye, Schutte-nay and Slagle-aye.  Motion carried.  Ms. Marolf thanked the Mayor and Council for their assistance in this matter.
PARK BOARD:   Park Board Chair Mike Hermann gave the Park Board report as follows:

10. Park Board Report:  Chair Hermann referred to the Board’s September 27, 2018 meeting minutes reporting that the new shelter at Lauretta Park was progressing as the wood structure had been constructed and that the steel was on order and Reitz Construction would be pouring the concrete base; the Board was able to plant 23 trees on Sunday, October 14, 2018 thanks to MidAmerican Energy’s Trees Please Grant and gave special recognition to Keller & Keller for their assistance as the Board was able to purchase 23 trees for $1,000.00; thanked the Fire Department for the watering of the trees; the Board was busy coordinating for their 8th Annual Pumpkin Dash Fundraiser event set for Saturday, October 20, 2018 and are in the beginning stages of preparing for their Christmas Tree Lighting Ceremony set for December 2, 2018.    
11. Addition of street light at Lauretta Park ref: 150W light/pole:  Mayor Guy reported that it was previously reported that Lauretta Park needed additional lighting so MidAmerican Energy came out and turned the street light nearest to the Park to better aluminate the area; however, it did somewhat but still needed additional lighting.  He said that he would recommend, based on his experience to use a 150W light.  Chair Hermann reported that he had spoken with MidAmerican Energy and there would be no costs to add an additional street light; however, the monthly costs would be the responsibility of the City.  Council member Schutte moved to approve the additional street light with 150W lighting, seconded by Council member Slagle.  A roll call vote was taken:  Schutte-aye, Slagle-aye, Smith-aye, Strong-aye and Kinzer-aye.  Motion carried.   
LOW-TO-MODERATE APPLICATION:

12. LMI Financial Assistance Application ref:  request to finance furnace replacement:  The Clerk reported that Ms. Beverly Marlow had applied for financial assistance as she had to replace her existing furnace with a total costs of $3,750.00.  Council member Strong asked if there was a limit for financial assistance per year.  Council member Smith reported that it was her recommendation that the Council revisit the Financial Assistance Policy and limit the dollar amount per citizen.  The Clerk reported that current Policy does not have a yearly limit; however, the Policy does asks that residents obtain two quotes to present to the Council; however, in Ms. Marlow’s situation, she had to have the furnace replaced prior to the Council approving.  She reported a balance of approximately $323,827.00 in the LMI Fund.  Mayor Guy, too agreed that the Policy needs to be revisited so that when a resident has a project the City can give them a packet that has all the guidelines and restrictions.  Council member Smith questioned how the Council can approve when the work has already been completed.  Council member Schutte replied that in Ms. Marlow’s situation, she had requested to be on the Agenda prior to the furnace being replaced; therefore, the Council can either approve or deny Ms. Marlow’s request.  He said that with past applications, the Council approved to pay 90 percent of the total project with the applicant being responsible for the remaining 10 percent.  Council member Kinzer moved to approve Ms. Beverly Marlow’s financial assistance application with the City paying 90 percent of the total costs of the furnace replacement totaling $3,375.00 from the LMI Funds, seconded by Council member Slagle.  A roll call vote was taken:  Kinzer-aye, Slagle-aye, Schutte-aye, Strong-aye and Smith-nay.  Motion carried.  Council member Strong requested that a meeting be set to revisit the LMI Financial Assistance Program as Ms. Marlow has benefited from this program before.  The Clerk agreed to see what other cities are offering and put together a draft Policy and Guidelines.  It was the consensus of the Council to have a Committee of the Whole meeting to further discuss once the Clerk has prepared a draft.      
PUBLIC WORKS:

13. Disposal of flail mower:  The Clerk reported that Public Works Director Lonnie Robertson was requesting to dispose of the City’s old flail mower as they currently have no equipment large enough to use the flail mower; therefore, he was requesting to put out for bid with a minimum bid of $500.00.  She reported a sealed bid cutoff date of November 2, 2018 by 4:30 p.m. with a bid opening date of November 5, 2018 at the City’s regular Council meeting.  It was the consensus of the Council to approve the proposed bid letting dates presented by the Clerk.  The Clerk noted that Mr. Robertson was wanting to put the monies into his Equipment Reserve Fund so that he can purchase a bush hog mower in the future.     
POLICE DEPARTMENT:   Chief Jahns reported the following:

14. Police Department Report:  The September 2018 Police Department Report consisted of the following:  67 traffic contacts with 54 warnings and 21 citations written; Blue Grass Officers responded to a total of 184 incident calls for service during the month and 7 custodial arrests and 4 non-custodial arrest.  Chief Jahns further expounded on the report as follows:  55 year-to-date in custody arrests; Officers qualified with their duty weapons and shotguns; Chief Jahns and Sergeant Guinn met with the advocates from the Family Resources to learn about their many counseling services for children and discussed lethality assessments for domestic violence survivors; Chief Jahns and the Mayor attended a school assembly  where they awarded selected student leaders for good behavior and safe choice citations; Officer Adams was offered a conditional offer with the Scott County Sheriff’s Department as a Sheriff’s Deputy; Officer Sullivan was involved in a pursuit with suspicious individuals that lead to a pursuit intervention techniques in an effort to stop the vehicle which lead to some minor damage to the squad car reporting that the driver had ran from the scene but the passenger was arrested reporting that both he and Officer Sullivan are further investigating to find the driver.  Chief Jahns updated the Council on the recent car burglaries.  Council member Strong inquired about Officer Adams recent uniform allowance purchase.  Chief Jahns replied by stating what items stay with the Department and what items are unacceptable.  He also asked the Council for their permission to pursue the Cops Grant that covers 70 percent of the Officer’s wages for a period of time with the stipulation that the City maintain the Officer for 1 year.  It was the consensus of the Council to proceed with the grant. 
15. Speed Limit change ref:  Chapter 10.40 Speed Limits:   Council member Smith reported that she had requested that Chapter 10.40 Speed Limits be placed on the Agenda as she felt that the designated speed limit of 15 m.p.h. on North Neisse Street from Park Avenue to East Harrison Street be increased to 25 m.p.h. and that the designated speed limit of 15 m.p.h. on Genessee Street from Mayne Street to Harrison Street be increased to 25 m.p.h. She also added that there are no 15 m.p.h. speed limit signs posted on Genessee Street from Mayne Street to Harrison Street.  Council member Schutte recalled being on the Council in 2008 when the speed limit was reduced to 15 m.p.h. on Genessee Street from Mayne Street to Harrison Street as there were two major ballparks on each side of the road as well as a skate park and children were continuously in and around those areas crossing the street; therefore, as a safety concern, reduced the speed limit.  Mayor Guy said that he, too feels with parking on both sides of the street that that poses as a safety concern as well.  Council member Strong also said that she recalls another reason why the speed limits were reduced as the children were crossing the street to go to the Community Club’s snack shack.  Resident Beverly Marlow who resides on North Neisse Street near both East Harrison Street and Park Avenue expressed her concerns on the Council proposing to increase the speed limit as there are far too many children in and around that area; therefore, it was her opinion to leave the 15 m.p.h. speed limit as motorists travel at 25 m.p.h. now so if the Council were to increase it to 25 m.p.h., the motorists would then travel at speeds of 35 m.p.h.  Council member Kinzer stated that as a safety concern, the City should leave all speed limits in and around Parks 15 m.p.h.  Council member Strong reported that she had recently traveled through several small towns where she noticed that the majority of main streets were 15 m.p.h.  Discussion was held on the majority of residential area speed limits being set 15 m.p.h. at which time Council member Smith suggested reducing all the speed limits to 15 m.p.h. in all residential zoned areas as a safety concern based on the fact that the majority of the streets do not have sidewalks.  Mayor Guy expressed his concerns on a stop sign that was removed several years ago at Meuse Street and South Genessee Street as South Genessee Street is becoming a race track without that stop sign to slow motorists down.  Chief Jahns agreed to place the Department’s speed trailer in these particular areas to get the speed statistics and report back to the Council.  
ORDINANCE(S)/RESOLUTION(S):
16. Second reading of Ordinance Amendment 2018-07 ref:  amending Chapters 2.24 City Clerk-Financial Officer, 2.26 Assistant City Clerk-Financial Officer and 2.28 Part-Time Clerk:  Council member Schutte introduced a synopsis of the second reading of Ordinance Amendment 2018-07 commenting that the Amendment was on file at City Hall for review.  Council member Schutte moved to accept the second reading of Ordinance Amendment 2018-07, seconded by Council member Slagle.  A roll call vote was taken:  Schutte-aye, Slagle-aye, Smith-aye, Strong-aye and Kinzer-aye.  Motion carried.   
17. First reading of Ordinance Amendment 2018-08 ref:  amending Chapters 2.44 Police Department, 2.60 Reserve Police Department and adding Chapters 2.70 RSVP Retired and Senior Volunteer Department and 2.80 Police Records Clerk:  Previously, the first reading of Ordinance Amendment 2018-08 was tabled at the City Attorney’s request as he noticed that several revisions were needed to the proposed Ordinance Amendment to conform to the newly adopted Police Manual.
The Clerk reported that the City Attorney was unable to review and revise the Ordinance Amendment; therefore, requested that the first reading remained tabled.  Council agreed.    
NUISANCE ABATEMENT(S):    

18. Nuisance Abatement(s):  Council member Strong reported that she had received a telephone call from a resident in regards to cleaning up yards throughout the City and requesting that Illowa Investments extend their fence that faces Mayne Street to better beautify that area.  She said that he also had a complaint in regards to a street light as he wanted it to be replaced with a LED light to better aluminate that particular area.  Mayor Guy reported, that based on his years of experience that the amber light will not be changed over until it needs replaced at which time a LED light will then be installed adding that it was not at the City’s discretion as MidAmerican Energy owns the street lights.  Council member Smith reported that she had received a complaint about the adjacent property next to the Dentist Office that had a power cord running from the house to the garage; therefore, she had contacted the Building Commissioner who then resolved the safety issue.   Further discussion was held on the resident’s complaints that were filed at City Hall.
POLICY & ADMINISTRATION:

19. Clerk’s Report:  City Clerk Ann Schmidt reported the following for the month of September 2018:  reviewed the list of outstanding Street Assessments, Sidewalk Assessments, Snow Removal Liens and Utility Liens; reported a total of 110 penalties assessed a $5.00 late fee; total of 10 delinquent letters sent out totaling $1,153.05 that were due October 2, 2018 reporting that all paid within the time prescribed with the exception of 2 account noting that liens are scheduled to be placed after 30 days delinquent adding that 1 delinquent payment was returned non-sufficient funds; a total of $30,741.29 was billed for the billing period of 08/24/18-09/23/18 that were due October 15, 2018 with a total of $6,749.81 in the arrears with 715 bills processed with a total of 195 ACH; North Mississippi Street Rehabilitation Construction Project:  continuously receiving emails from the doc.express from both the IDOT and IMEG; prepared a Resolution approving Pay Request #7 and filed the appropriate paperwork with the IDOT to be reimbursed for payments #6 & #7; received reimbursement for payments #4 and #5 in the General Fund; therefore, prepared a Resolution to transfer the monies to the Money Market for future payments; telephoned all the residents that reside on Lauretta Street to inform them of the closing of the Mississippi Street & Lauretta Street intersection; also posted several FB posts; also informed residents residing on North Mississippi Street via FB and telephone calls to put their mailboxes out at their front door stoop so that Langman Construction could put back up; prepared the Clerk’s Reports for July, August & September 2018 and the additional bills paid and revenues received; filed the City’s 3rd Quarter 2018 quarterly payroll reports accordingly; nuisance abatement:  previously mailed an invoice to the Larry & Rose Loose Estate for the nuisance abated by Brus Construction; however, the invoice was not paid within the time prescribed; therefore, forwarded to the City Attorney to file the appropriate paperwork to get reimbursed; still waiting for the City Attorney to advise her on how to proceed with the unpaid parking tickets that go back to January and February; after making several attempts to receive the required final plat documents from either Mr. Yeggy or Townsend Engineering prior to the deadline, the City finally received the appropriate documents; therefore, drafted a Resolution for Council approval; after Council adopted the Resolution, obtained the appropriate signatures and forwarded to Mr. Yeggy to get recorded; adding that she had reminded Mr. Yeggy that Mr. Wulf is responsible for supplying the City with copies of all the recorded final plat documents; to-date the Clerk has not received those documents; finalized the grant applications with both Chief Jahns and Chief Seamer and made the appropriate revisions and reported to the Bi-State Regional Commission to finalize the grant applications and then submitted to both the Scott County Regional Authority and the Riverboat Development Authority as they were due October 1st; still unable to access the reads; therefore, IAWC is sending a file with all the reads and they are being manually entered as our software provider was hopeful that the September reads would be downloaded appropriately; however, IAWC did not submit the reads in a timely manner; therefore, we are hopeful that we can download the read file report for the month of October; assisting the Park Board with their upcoming Pumpkin Dash fundraiser, receiving donations and registration forms;  telephoned each resident that will be impacted by the closing of the streets; also in the process of submitting the Board’s final report that is required by the Trees Please Program Grant as the Board had to ask for an extension as the trees had not been planted yet; therefore, are scheduled to be planted on October 14, 2018; beginning stages of preparing the City’s Annual Financial Report that is due December 1st of each year as this is a major undertaking; beginning stages of preparing the City’s Tax Increment Financing Indebtedness Certification Report for both the Muscatine and Scott County Auditor that is due December 1, 2018 as this report claims all TIF debt so that the Auditors allocate the property taxes accordingly;  in the process of drafting Resolutions to remove certain properties from the TIF as they have reached their 10-year limit which consists of 7 residential homes with a total of $1,909,250.00 in taxable valuation; submitted an invoice to IAWC for reimbursement of their share of the sealcoating of streets totaling $7,180.00; Ms. Bev Marlow contacted her in regards to applying for additional LMI funds to help finance her new furnace, was placed on the 10/15/18 Agenda and presented the August 2018 Utility Billing reconciliation reports.  Council member Schutte requested that the unpaid parking tickets be placed on the next meeting Agenda.

COMMENTS AND FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS:  Resident Mark Wakefield reported that the low bearing cable wires at Juniata and Lotte Street have an orange flag on them.  


Council member Smith requested that the ATV, UTV, Snowmobile, Bicycle and Golf Cart Ordinance Amendments be reviewed by both Chief Jahns and the City Attorney and discussed at a future Committee of the Whole meeting.  

Council member Strong inquired about the status of the lagoon dredging.  The Clerk reported that once the crops were out, the project would begin.


 Council member Smith expressed her disappointment in the email she received from IMEG’s Engineer on the status update of the North Mississippi Street Rehabilitation Project as it was her opinion that it was poorly written.  Mayor Guy reported that he, the Public Works Director, City Engineer Mike Janecek, Senior Engineer Morgan Mays and Senior Field Technician Scott Otto did a complete walk through of the North Mississippi Street Project to put together a punch list of items that they felt were unsatisfactory; however, the Iowa Department of Transportation will also put together a punch list of items that they feel are unsatisfactory.  Council expressed their disappointment that the Fall seeding was not completed before the September 30th seeding deadline.  Council member Schutte stated that according to the Engineer the Contractor is still required to seed and straw and what does not come back in the Spring will have to be reseeded.  Council member Strong asked if the streets and sidewalks would be cleaned prior to the Contractor being done with the project at which time, Mayor Guy said yes, that was a requirement of the Contractor.  Discussion was held on the solar speed placement.

Council member Strong inquired about signage for the City’s upcoming trick-or-treat night.  Mayor Guy said that both he and the Public Works Director have already discussed and that four days prior to trick-or-treat night, they will place the appropriate signage if needed.


Mayor Guy reported that Chief Jahns had brought to his attention that the part-time Police Officer’s budget was at 50 percent asking the Council if they wanted him to continue to schedule the part-time Officers as needed.  Council agreed.  Council member Strong thanked the part-time Officers for going above and beyond to help the City out.

Mayor Guy read aloud a thank you card from the Blue Grass Presbyterian Church for the City’s recent memorial donation in memory of Jeanette Wildemuth and a thank you card from her husband Bob Wildemuth.


Resident Mark Wakefield inquired about Buffalo Police Chief T.J. Behning’s condition.  Mayor Guy commented that he was remarkably doing very well as he had attend the Buffalo Fire Chief’s funeral and was in great spirits.
ADJOURNMENT:  Council member Schutte made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Council member Smith.  A roll call vote was taken:  Schutte-aye, Smith-aye, Kinzer-aye, Slagle-aye and Strong-aye.  Motion carried.  The meeting adjourned at 8:19 p.m.
